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CAMDEN’S  NEW  LOOK
For almost as long as anyone can remember, Camden Council has
been Labour controlled.  This changed dramatically with the May
Council elections to a position where there is no one party with an
overall majority and a Cabinet made up of Liberal Democrat and
Conservative Members.

What kind of changes will the new administration bring to Camden?
They have already made some commitments but it is too early to be
able to say whether they will be able to carry them through or if they
can finance them.

One of the interesting questions is ‘what will happen at Jamestown’.
A number of Conservative and Liberal Councillors supported the
Jamestown users in their fight to keep the centre open.  Now that
the Court ruling has caused Camden to think again about
Jamestown, is there a real possibility that it will be saved from
closure?  If this were to happen, how would the other
recommendations in the Best Value Review be affected?



BETTER  NEWS  FOR  THE  CRISIS  HOUSE
The change of administration in Camden may be better news for the
possibility of a Crisis House.  Liberal-Democrat Councillor John
Bryant is now in the new cabinet as Executive Member for Children
and will clearly exercise a good deal of influence over policy.  The
Suicide Scrutiny Panel which he Chaired saw a Camden Crisis
House as being an important part of the provision.  It is to be hoped
that working with his Conservative colleague, Councillor Martin
Davies, who holds the Adult Social Care and Health Portfolio that
they will be able to find a way to develop this much-needed facility
without the concern with ‘how much money it will save’.  We hope
that they will both continue to support this very important
development.

Any Crisis House should be seen as an important provision within
itself and not evaluated on how many admissions it will save and
therefore how financially efficient it is.  It is true that there is a limited
amount of money and that it must be used to provide what is most
needed, but this is a facility which is much wanted and much needed
in Camden and should not be just another factor in solving the Care
Trust’s funding problems.

A  REAL DIAMOND
CMHC is delighted to see that this year’s Mind Diamond Champion
Award went to Peter Campbell.

The Diamond Mind Champion award was given to the person who
those from across Mind’s networks think has made the greatest
contribution to improving the lives of those affected by mental distress
over the past sixty years. Mind’s 60th anniversary theme is ‘the voice
of the service user’, celebrating 60 years of Mind’s work helping
people with mental health problems have their voices heard.

Peter’s work extends back to the foundation of Survivors Speak Out,
Survivors’ Poetry and Camden Mental Health Consortium and he has
written much on user involvement and self advocacy and is just
publishing his collection of poems ‘Brown Linoleum, Green Lawns’.
We welcome this tribute to Peter’s work.
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WHAT  HAPPENS  NOW?
At the close of business on Wednesday, 24th May,
there were very few nominations for the posts of
Honorary Officers and Trustees of Camden Mental
Health Consortium.  Many too few to provide the
minimum requirement of Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary,
Treasurer plus four Trustees.  This is the third time
since the Annual General Meeting in January 2006
that the organisation has tried to elect its Board and
found that there are not enough people coming
forward.

The current Trustees of CMHC have decided that in
these circumstances there is no point in continuing
with the Special General Meeting that we scheduled
for the afternoon of Wednesday, 7th June and this has
been cancelled.  They are now seeking legal advice
about what they should do, although one clear option
is to dissolve the organisation, although no-one wants
this to happen.

The continual need for the current Trustees to
consider the future of the organisation means that it is
not able to carry on with all the work that it wants to
undertake because of the uncertainty about the
future.

Once they have the legal advice and have considered
it, the Trustees will be consulting the Members on
what they should do.

SOUTH  CAMDEN  USER  FORUM (SCUF)

The May South Camden User Forum was arranged specifically so that users
of the Day Hospitals could have an opportunity to hear what proposals are
being made for the future of the units within the Best Value Review plans.
Colin Plant, Director of Camden Mental Health Services, came along to talk
to people about the proposals that will be put to the formal consultation.
These consist of two new Recovery Centres, one in the North and one in the
South of the Borough, and a new Psycho-Social Unit aimed at the treatment
of people diagnosed with ‘personality disorder’ which it is proposed to site
at the current Highgate Day Centre.

There were only nine service users at this meeting and only three currently
using the Jules Thorn Unit which is proposed as the site of the South
Camden Recovery Centre, but their opposition to the plans and their feelings
of not being consulted were voiced strongly.

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It was clear from the meeting that there is still work to do in asking the
current users of facilities what they think are the best parts of what they
currently receive from the units and factoring this into the proposals for the
future.

NORTH  CAMDEN  USER  FORUM (NCUF)

opportunity for users there to hear what the current proposals are and have
an opportunity to express their views on them.

The situation in the North of the Borough is more complicated than in the
South if only because there are two Day Hospitals presently operating and as
yet no proposed site for the North Camden Recovery Centre.

An interesting item appears in the recent edition of The Newsletter – the
bulletin of Camden’s Voluntary Sector Health Forum published by
Voluntary Action Camden.  The Government’s commitment to increasing
the capacity of the voluntary (‘third’) sector to deliver services is beginning
to be evidenced in Camden with the recent acquisition by Camden Council
of ‘Invest to Save’ funding to work in partnership with local organisations
including Social Enterprise London, Umbrella Care, St. James’s House and
the Camden Society.  The stated aim of this investment is to ‘demonstrate
and realise social benefits and efficiency savings through the use of the third
sector organisations and social enterprises in service delivery in Camden.’
A welcome outcome of this would be an increase in the number of third
sector organisations delivering services in Camden with commissioners
weighing up the social benefits that a particular service provider brings.  In
this way, contract tenders might be judged not on price alone but on other
benefits, including employment of local people, other services provided by
voluntary and community sector organisations and the ability to provide

services that are tailored towards individuals and involve people in deciding
how they are improved.

However, there are cases of invitations being offered to larger national
voluntary organisations to deliver services in Camden, where local
organisations deliver similar services.  This can be because such national
organisations have already negotiated national contracts with Government
departments, which can quickly be adapted for local purposes.

Perhaps because summer is on the way (apparently), but I am noticing gentle
reminders of the importance of physical health and well-being.  Readers may
be interested in a new local project, ‘Time to Get Fit in Camden Central’,
aiming to improve the overall health of the adult population within the
Camden Central area.  The Health and Fitness Project Co-ordinator offers
free one-to-one support to anyone who would like to get involved in a more
active and healthier lifestyle.  Whilst the project is running, the support
offered will be continuous, until that individual feels they have adopted a
healthier lifestyle that can be sustained in years to come.  Any advice and
support given will be based upon the individual’s needs and experience.

Two reports published at the start of the year point to the growing evidence
of links between poor diet and problems of behaviour and mood. 'Food can
have an immediate and lasting effect on mental health and behaviour
because of the way it affects the structure and function of the brain' say
Sustain, who campaign for better food, farming and fishing policies.   The
Mental Health Foundation's report 'Feeding minds' calls for diet to be part of
everyday mental health care. Good foods for the brain include vegetables,
seeds and nuts, fruit, whole grains and oily fish while bad foods include deep
fried junk foods, refined and processed foods, too much sugar, alcohol and
some additives.
